1.
The meeting was called to order at 7:09 pm.  Gene Storey chaired the meeting.

Gene Storey:  This has been a good year for the season – different year due to Rampage.  Success of Rampage has helped PRMHA.  Many volunteers of PRMHA helped out with Rampage – need to be aware of the risk of burnout.  Need to keep positions filled in PRMHA. 

Registration numbers almost identical to last year.  Players have been very competitive.  Development program has been working – our association is competitive with Terrace, Kitimat and Smithers – Midgets had three-way tie breaker this season.  Bantams tied with rest of region as well.

Reports.

(a)
Financial statements were presented.  MOTION by Tanya Ostrom to adopt the financial report as presented.  Seconded by Jerry Kurka. Carried

(b)
Canteen report.  The attached report was read aloud.  Revenue from canteen was $83,000 this year – could have been more if all shifts had been filled.  The canteen was closed many times when it should have been open due to lack of volunteers.  Next year we will likely lose the $30,000.00 from the Gaming Commission so we will need to make it up with canteen.  Will not be able to afford to have the canteen closed.  Without the canteen and Bingo money, registration fees will be significantly increased.

Registration fees for 2009 season.  Gene Storey reported the fees will likely stay the same for next year – no increase for ice fees according to Michael Curnes.  Tanya Ostrom has heard that here may be increase of 5% to 15%.  Gene will attend an ice scheduling meeting in May and will discuss with the City.

Resolutions:


Changes to the bylaws were summarized.  One amendment needs to be made – remove the words “on the bench” from clause 3508.  MOTION by Jerry Kurka to accept the amendments to the bylaws as presented.  Seconded by Pam Meers.  Carried

Questions/suggestions.


Would like to see an initiation program welcoming parents and kids coming in at the beginning of the season.  Parents new to hockey have no contact with executive and don’t have any idea about what is involved, gear, etc.  Suggestion to coaches in other levels come down and spend some time at the beginning of Initiation A to put a program together.  Welcome parents, kids and give advice and knowledge.  Need volunteers to organize this kind of event.  Would also like to see more advertising to get kids to join hockey.  Seafest 4 on 4 hockey has helped with that.  People are unaware that they can coach even if they don’t play hockey or have never played hockey, coaching clinics are free.  Discussed having drop-in clinics where parents and kids could come out and see if they like it, talk to other players, coaches, etc.  Also having older players come onto the ice with younger ones might help.  Drop-in ice time would not work as the players wouldn’t be covered by insurance.  Could apply to BC Amateur to see if it could be sanctioned.  Jerry Kurka, Carrie Coley and Gary Lindsay will meet to brainstorm some ideas.


Would like to re-establish goalie clinic – will brainstorm.  Needs to be a new format.  


Can older players come down and help the younger kids on the ice?  They can only come out and help under the direction of a certified coach.  They cannot be responsible for anything on their own.  The coach on the ice has to be aware of what the player is doing.  Player must wear helmet and gloves. 


Need to have another bullying session like was held at the PAC in previous years.  Need volunteers to organize it. 


Skeena Valley Rec League – worked well as a whole and would like to see PRMHA continue to be involved in it and support it.  Some cities didn’t take part but it would be good to see it continue and grow.  The area associations really need to keep on it – should have an advocate or rep from PRMHA to keep it going.  Didn’t’ work well for PeeWees but it did work fairly well for the Midgets and extremely well for the Bantams.  Pam Meers reported she had a conference call with all coaches (about an hour) at the beginning of the season to discuss expectations and commitments.  They agreed that if they were invited to a tournament that conflicted with Skeena Valley Rec games, that the Rec games would take priority.  It was important to get to know the team manager and make initial contact – would suggest it for all divisions next season.  Also recommended to make the Rec league contact rather than non-contact as during tournament there was contact – no consistency.  Many players didn’t want to play if it wasn’t contact.  Some associations began to lose interest because it wasn’t contact.  Two-hour ice time for games was important for the players, especially when travelling farther than Kitimat/Terrace.  The Rec league will be discussed at the Skeena Valley AGM in May.  Gene suggested the Midget house team manager could look into the possibility of playing the Men’s Rec Hockey League.


Novice division had an end of year game with parents on ice with players.  Everyone had a lot of fun and it was suggested it be done twice next year.  There were reports that it should not have been done as parents are not covered by insurance unless they are registered as a volunteer (executive member, coach, manager).  A waive signed by the parents won’t work.  The team manager could attempt to have the event sanctioned – BC Amateur may or may not approve it.  The team could also rent ice from the City at the regular rate instead of using minor hockey ice.
